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Christ comes back to earth with many angels.
Matt 16:27; 25:31. Cf. Dan 7:10; Zech 14:5; Jude 14; Rev 19:14.

The kings of the earth and their armies are killed at Armageddon. 
Rev 19:21. Cf. Rev 16:12–16; 19:19. Their souls go to Hades.

The beast and false prophet are captured alive and cast into the Lake of Fire. Rev 19:20.

Satan is cast into the Abyss. Rev 20:1–3, 7. The demons may also be cast
into the Abyss at this time. Compare Matt 8:29 with Luke 8:31.

Christ assumes David's throne. Matt 25:31. Cf. Matt 19:28; Luke 1:32–33.

All nations are gathered by angels for judgment before David's throne. 
Matt 13:41; 25:31–33; Jude 14–15.

Surviving tribulational unbelievers (civilians) are cast into the eternal fire. 
Mat 13:40–42; 25:41, 46. They are judged according to their works. Matt 25:42–45; Jude 15.

Satan is released from the Abyss at the end of the Millennium.  Rev 20:7.
The demons may also be released at this time.

Satan incites a final revolt after his release from the Abyss. Rev 20:7–9.

The souls of millennial unbelievers who are killed in this revolt go to Hades. Rev 20:9.

Satan is cast into the Lake of Fire.  Rev 20:10. The demons may also
be cast into the Lake of Fire at this time.  Matt 25:41.

Unbelievers who are in Hades are resurrected for the Great White Throne
Judgment. Rev 20:11–13.

The unbelievers who were in Hades are judged according to their works
before the Great White Throne. Rev 20:11–13.

The unbelievers who were in Hades are cast into the Lake of Fire
after their judgment before the Great White Throne. Rev 20:14–15.

Hades is destroyed when the earth is destroyed. Rev 21:1.
